A: You can either use the sample data generation that I showed in the webinar (create it and then drag it on to the designer). Alternatively, you can d:DataContext and d:DesignData in your projects. These allow you to define sample data in a file and load the data into the designer (works in VS as well).

Q: When generating sample data from ViewModel the Image sample data is not created as the url of the Image is stored as a string in the ViewModel.

Image sample data is only created when creating manually sample data. Any workaround for this problem?
